Using the Microsoft VPN Client Connection.

Username: allib

Password: arrowhead
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Enter the assigned username into the “User name:” field.
Enter the assigned password into the “Password:” field.

Click the “Connect” Button.

The connection should quickly display “registering your computer on the network” and minimize to the lower right had corner of the windows task bar.

Note: the following can cause a failure of the connection attempt:

· Case sensitivity – Note: all username and passwords are lower case.

· Mispelled username and/or password.

· Missing IPSec shared key. Be sure to have following the instruction for setting this up shown on the following page.

· Internet Service Provider (ISP) port blocking.

Operational Notes:

- The Microsoft VPN Client does NOT allow for simultaneous Internet browsing and secure access to VPN resources. If this is desired, please request and use the Cisco VPN client.
Setting Up the  Microsoft VPN Client IPSec Settings to use a Pre-shared key

Pre-shared Authentication Key: als!key

From the Connect window show above, click on “Properties”. 

Click on the “Security’ Tab as show in the following.
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Clock on the “IPSec Settings” button and the following window will pop up.

Check the box “Use pre-shared key for authentication.

Enter “als!key” into the Key field.
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Click the “OK” Button to accept the IPSec Settings.
Click the “OK” Button to accept the Properties Settings.

You can now login with your username and password.
