Installing the Horizon 7.33/4 Client on a New PC

Preparation:  You will need to have on hand the CD for 7.33.  Follow the steps in the order given below.

A.  Install Sybase 12.0
1.  Insert the Horizon 7.33 CDROM, and choose “Install Products.”  When the menu appears, select the LAST CHOICE, “Third Party Installs.”

2.  On the next screen, select the choice, “Sybase 12.0 Open Client.”

3.  In the “Installation Type” window that appears after the command window closes, choose “Customized Install”, then Next, then Next again to select the installation directory that is already presented (C:\Sybase).

4.  On the “Select Components” screen, select ONLY the following three choices:



Language Modules



Connectivity



Sybase ASE ODBC Driver

Then, BEFORE you hit “Next,” click the “More” button next to the “Connectivity” choice, and select ONLY the following subcomponents:



Open Client



Open Client Runtime

Now click OK, and then the Next button.

5.  You will now see a screen summarizing the components to install;  hit the Next button and the install will proceed, and click OK when it asks to create a directory.

6.  If you are prompted to say if you want to overwrite a file, such as msvcrt.dll, click the “NO” button.

7.  You will be prompted to reboot the PC--select YES (be sure to keep the CDROM in the machine).  When the PC reboots, there will be some new activity, and finally you will see the window “Install Complete” appear--click OK.  The Sybase 12.0 install has been completed.

B.  Reconfiguring Dsedit
After installing Sybase 12.0, you will need to reconfigure its dsedit.exe to point at the IP address of the Horizon database. 

1.  Open the “Dsedit Utility” from your desktop program menu, Programs(Sybase(Dsedit Utility.

2.  Click OK when it asks you to select a directory service, then drop the “Server Object” window and choose “Add.”

3.  For Server Name type in Horizon

4.  Double click “Server Address” in the right-hand box, and hit the “Add” button.

5.  For network address, type the following (no spaces):  66.199.221.50,2025  then hit OK, and OK again.

6.  To test your connectivity, you can now right-click the address and choose “Ping.”

7.  You can now exit dsedit, which will not be used again unless the server’s IP address is changed.

C.  Installing Java and the Horizon 7.33 Client
You are now ready to install the new 7.33 client.  7.33 will put a separate icon on your desktop.

1.  Insert the Horizon 7.33 CDROM if not already in your drive.  If the menu does not automatically appear, double click your CD drive icon, and choose “Install Products.”  When the menu appears, select the LAST CHOICE, “Third Party Installs.”

2.  Click “Java Runtime 1.4.2.”    Accept the license, and then choose a “Typical” installation.  When it completes, click “Finish”, then hit the “Back” button in the lower right corner of the menu screen.

3.  Now, choose “Horizon Client” from the installation choice window.  You might see a screen appear UNDER the first one---if so, bring it up by clicking on the “Horizon 7.3.3” button on your task bar.  Say “YES” to the agreement.  Then, hit “Next” to accept the default installation folder.

4.  On the Components screen be sure to check BOTH “Admin” and “Staff” on the left side, but then UN-check the “Day End” and “Borrower Import”  selection on the right.  Hit Next, then Next again to start the install.

5.  When the install completes you will be prompted to reboot your PC---hit the Finish button to do so.

6.  After your PC restarts, keep the CD in and go on to section D below.

D.  Installing the Help Center Files
1.  Go back to the main menu, and this time choose the third choice, “Help Center.”  You might see a screen appear UNDER the first one---if so, bring it up by clicking on the “Horizon 7.3.3” button on your task bar.  Choose “Next.”  

2.  Agree to the license.  If asked to install Adobe Acrobat, say Yes.  Then choose “Next” to using the default installation folder, and when presented with the help file choices, select all of them.  Next-Next-Finish.

3.  You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader installed to use the help files.  If you don’t have it already, you can download the latest version from the Adobe web site, http://www.adobe.com/products/acrobat/readstep2.html, or you can install the older version that is present on the Horizon CDROM in the “Third Party Installs” section.

3.  Remove the 7.33 CDROM from your PC.

E.  Logging in to the Client
The first time you use the 7.33 client, you will need to login to the server and select the horizon database, which in most cases requires just your user name and password.  Then, you can login to the client itself.  Logging in to the server needs only to be done once:

1.   Double-click the Horizon icon on your desktop.  Drop the “Server” box on the right, and choose “Horizon.”  When prompted for a login and password after choosing Horizon, use the ones supplied to you by ALS. Mark use “allib” as login, “arrowhead” as password
2.  Drop the “Database” box, and choose “horizon.”

3.  The client can now be logged on by entering the same username and password on the left hand side of the window.  Your username and password are:  dhlib/dhsdrr (high school), kslib/kssdrr (King), nelib/nesdrr (North)
When you first login, you will be presented with a message to accept and upgrade to version 7.34---go ahead and accept the upgrade, after which you will be able to enter Horizon.
